CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with congestion and cough for the past week, seen by PCP last week, put on cefdinir and again yesterday put on a Z-PAK with continued cough and congestion without testing for strep or flu. Mother states cough is getting worse, questionable right ear pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Joubert syndrome.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Repair of bifurcated thumb and ear tubes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Difficult to examine ears and throat, but no definite abnormality. Neck: Without adenopathy. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without wheezing or decreased breath sounds. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep and flu testing performed which were negative. Chest x-ray obtained which was also clear without evidence of infiltrate.
IMPRESSION: Type B flu detected on flu test with secondary bronchitis.

PLAN: The patient is to continue antibiotics presently taking including Z-PAK and remainder of cefdinir. Continue over-the-counter Robitussin DM. Given prescription for Zofran as needed and respiratory precautions. Follow up as needed.
