HISTORY: This is a 48-year-old female here for followup.

The patient is status post laceration and suture to her left knee and is here for followup. She stated that she recently had the site inspected and had sutures redone over because one part was open and she described pain today as 6/10, worse with flexion and touch, non-radiating, is confined to the area where the suture is located.

Left knee suture site is in good repair. No bleeding, no discharge, no fluctuance, no tenderness to palpation. There is mild erythema of the wound edge. Knee full range of motion with mild discomfort and, whenever the patient flexes her knee, there is stress on the sutures.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Knee laceration.

2. Status post sutures.

3. Wound care.

PLAN: Site was cleaned with hydrogen peroxide and secured with Ace wrap. The patient will be placed in a knee immobilizer to minimize movement and that does promote healing. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
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
