CHIEF COMPLAINTS: Nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 4-year-old young man who was seen at Emergency Hospital Systems yesterday about 8 p.m., diagnosed with nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, earache right side, fever and empirically treated for the flu.

The patient is actually feeling better now. He vomited 20 times yesterday. After today, he has not vomited any more. He has had breakfast and lunch. Mother has not picked up his medication. She was told by the folks in the emergency room to come get an injection today till his vomiting gets under control.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: He is supposed to be on Tamiflu and azithromycin which mother has not picked up.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No exposure to smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is sitting up playing with his tablet.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 38 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 99. Respirations 16. Pulse 100.

HEENT: TM is slightly red on the right side.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Otitis media.

2. Nausea and vomiting, improved.

3. Rocephin 500 mg now.
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4. Continue with Tamiflu.

5. Continue with Zithromax.

6. If the nausea and vomiting have subsided, may continue with medication.

7. Reevaluate in 24 hours.

8. If the nausea and vomiting do return, the patient will need more IM injections and further evaluation. Discussed with mother at length before leaving.
