CC: New wheelchair.

HPI: An 87-year-old female with gait instability requires wheelchair. Today, she received a new standard wheelchair to accommodate her height. Since her admission, she has used a transfer chair that she has had difficulty propelling. On admission this October, the patient had a walking boot on her right foot secondary to a fracture sustained in a fall, so she would likely need some strengthening and balance of her right lower extremity.

DIAGNOSES: Status post right foot fracture 10/20/23 with walking boot removed in December. Gait instability, DM II, HTN, urinary retention improved with bethanechol, chronic seasonal allergies, seizure disorder, aphasia/dysphasia post CVA.

MEDICATIONS: Per January MAR.
ALLERGIES: IODINE CONTRAST, AMIODARONE, and STATINS.
DIET: NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, appears pleased with her new wheelchair.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 145/75, pulse 69, temperature 97.1, and respirations 17.

NEURO: Orientation x2. She has to reference for date and time. Speech is clear. She does have some expressive aphasia showing in delayed speech, but is clear.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: In her room, she is transported in the old wheelchair that she has and requires transfer assist. No lower extremity edema. Moves arms in a normal range of motion.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. New wheelchair appropriate for height and weight. Spoke with the patient regarding PT, she feels she would benefit from learning how to use the chair properly and I stressed the importance of learning how to assist in her own transfers or learn how to transfer herself. So, an order is written for therapy, which she is in agreement with.
2. DM II. A1c is due 01/29, order is written.
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
