CC: UA results followup and recent viral syndrome.

HPI: An 82-year-old female who had a UA done on 01/17/23 to rule out infectious factors contributing to increased confusion and delusions. UA returns with 3+ organisms that are colonizers and no susceptibility testing was done. I went to the patient’s room to see her. She was lying in bed which is unusual for her in the middle of the afternoon. She had the nausea, vomiting and diarrhea. She states the nausea is the last since she has not thrown out, but she is still having some diarrhea. She thought she was through with it, but it was clear that she had a BM in bed before I entered. She was talkative, but it was random.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

ABDOMEN: There are hypoactive bowel sounds, slightly distended, but that is her baseline. No tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: She had no edema. She moved her arms in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: Her orientation is x 2. Her speech is clear, but it is random and unclear what she is talking about. When she is focused, she was able to give information about her symptoms.

PSYCH: She made eye contact. She appeared to be okay, but a little anxious.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. UTI that is ruled out with a recent UA. If things continue, we will have to either do a repeat urine with staff in their having cleaned her appropriately and then assisting so that a proper specimen is obtained or do an I&O cath, but for now, we will let it be.

2. Post GI symptoms. I think she continues with diarrhea. She has Imodium available and staff will address that with her.
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
