CC: Cough with congestion.

HPI: An 82-year-old seen in room. She was in her rocker and pajamas. She stated that she just had this congestion in her head and persistent cough. She was coughing throughout and appeared spontaneous. She did not have any expectorant. She states it interrupts her sleep and she decreases her eating. She does want her throat to tickle. Otherwise, she has no other issues.

DIAGNOSIS: Today is cough with congestion, colored expectorant.

MEDICATIONS: Per 02/20/23 note.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient did appear a bit fatigued and had a persistent cough.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/75, pulse 76, respirations 14, and weight 218 pounds.

HEENT: Sclerae mildly injected. Nares patent. Slightly dry oral mucosal. She has mild discomfort with palpation of the frontal and maxillary sinuses. Negative ear tug. No cervical lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: She has decreased bibasilar breath sounds. Mid fields bilateral she has a bit of wheezing.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

NEURO: She is alert. She makes eye contact. Her eyes do appear a bit droopy and she has a nasal twang to her speech.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cough with congestion and green expectorant. Bactrim DS one p.o. b.i.d. x 7 days and Robitussin DM 10 mL routine q.6h. x2 days then one week p.r.n.
