CC: Medication clarification.
HPI: An 84-year-old female with end-stage vascular dementia with a history of behavioral issues. The patient will intentionally throw herself out of bed, there is a mattress on bedside so she lands on that. She likes to crawl around on that around the floor. There are times that she can be quiet and cooperative and then will be agitated and noncompliant. Her dementia is advanced to the point that she has difficulty at times communicating her needs, but then she will cooperate and allow care to be done and medications to be given. She does well when her agitation is treated with lorazepam and that those the use of that is clarified today.
DIAGNOSES: End-stage vascular dementia, BPSD, will crawl out of bed or put itself on floor. Noncompliant at times with medications. O2 dependent CHF/COPD at 2.5 L/NC, HTN, glaucoma, depression, and GERD.

ALLERGIES: PCN.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/27/2023, note with the exception.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Medication clarification. Lorazepam Intensol 2 mg/mL, 1 mL at 10 p.m. routine and 0.5 mL at 5 p.m. and 8 p.m.  Discontinue Ativan in pill form.
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
