CC: Question of UTI.
HPI: Staff reports that the patient has a strong odor to his urine and they requested an UA. The patient like most of the residence has limited p.o. intake of fluids and I asked them if they had tried pushing fluids and they had not, but given the concerns I told them I would go ahead and order the UA, but to also monitor his fluid intake. He was seated quietly in his wheelchair as he usually is. He rarely talks he will make eye contact if spoken to when he does talk. He is not able to give information.
DIAGNOSES: Moderate stage Alzheimer’s disease, HTN, hypothyroid, IBS and wheelchair-bound.
MEDICATIONS: Doxepin 50 mg q.d., levothyroxine 75 mcg q.d., Losartan 50 mg q.d., Namenda 5 mg b.i.d., nystatin cream at GU areas, NaCL 1 g q.d., Flomax q.d., B12 1000 mcg q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Mechanical soft with ground meat with gravy.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
HOME HEALTH: Golden Age.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Robust alert male in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 133/82, pulse 85, respiratory rate 16, oxygen situation 96% and weight 246 pounds.
CARDIAC: He has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Slightly protuberant. Nontender. Bowel sounds present.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear without cough and symmetric excursion.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is wheelchair-bound. Can propel his chair. He is a 1 to 2 person transfer cyst and trace lower extremity edema.
NEURO: Orientationx1 occasionally 2. He will make eye contact and spoken to. He will say a few words sometimes he can answer simple questions. He will smile on occasion. Otherwise, he just looks out at other people.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Strong smell of urine. Staff to monitor his fluid intake. They need to push fluids. We will go ahead and get a UA with C&S and I will find out for next week if he has UTI.
