HPI: A 77-year-old female with gait instability requires a wheelchair for this and she is able to propel it gets around and self transfers. She has had generalized muscle weakness and physical therapy was requested. Select rehab, which is located on site was not able to provide therapy without out-of-pocket costs for the patient, which is exorbitant. She would qualify for a different therapy group that comes into the facility. I spoke to the patient, she feels good and I reassured that we are going to get her therapy if she was happy about that.
ALLERGIES: KEFLEX.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg q.d., Colace q.d., levothyroxine 75 mcg q.d., lisinopril 5 mg q.d. and MiraLAX q.d.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient alert seated in her wheelchair.

CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Propels herself around. She has trace lower extremity edema moves arms in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: Orientation x generally 2 to 3. Speech clear. Pleasant.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Request pain medication Tylenol 650 mg ER one p.o. q.6h. p.r.n.
2. Need for PT. Focus on function is ordered and they will come on-site to see her.
