HPI: A 61-year-old gentleman who has had ongoing cough, congestion, and sinus drainage that has been treated with Mucinex cough suppressant and a course of antibiotics. His last congestion and nasal drainage was clear without fever. He had no headache. When I saw him last week, I told him that we would do a chest x-ray just to make sure that there is no pulmonary involvement in his current symptoms. Today, he was watching Star Wars. So, we made the time quick. I reviewed his chest x-ray with him which is lungs are unremarkable with no consolidation or mass. There is no pleural effusion. Heart silhouette within normal size. So, it is actually a good chest x-ray. He was pleased with that. When I asked him if his symptoms have decreased, he indicated yes and smiled. 
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cough and congestion that has gone on for about six weeks. Finally, it appears to be improved. So his chest x-ray is within normal and he is pleased about that. No further treatment indicated.
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
