AVILA, ADELINA
This is a 91-year-old woman currently on hospice with Avatar with a history of heart failure. The patient is 91 years old with heart failure and has issues with decrease in mental status, dementia, forgetfulness, confusion, memory loss, and is now sleeping about 16 to 18 hours a day, remains in bed, lives with her son Paul, and daughter-in-law Patsy who are her main caregivers. KPS score is at 40%. She has lost 3.5 pounds since last certification, requires assistance to get around, but is now becoming more and more bedbound. She does have a right buttocks wound stage II being treated at home. The patient requires change in position every two hours to reduce pressure ulcers. The patient has protein-calorie malnutrition, shortness of breath with any type of activity, lower extremity edema related to chronic congestive heart failure, decreased weight as I mentioned due to decreased appetite. The patient is to be kept comfortable with angiolithic and pain medications were needed till she passes on. As far as her heart failure is concerned, there is definitely worsening symptoms. Given the increased shortness of breath, edema, cardiac cachexia, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, total ADL dependency, and now bedbound requiring diapers. Hence the patient remains hospice appropriate most likely has less than six months to live.
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
