MCCLENDON, ROSE
Rose is a 76-year-old woman who is currently at Avatar Hospice with diagnosis of Alzheimer dementia. She is 76 years old as I mentioned she has had memory loss, loss of cognitive abilities, which causes interference with daily activity as a matter of fact now she requires help with all of her ADLs. She has had progressive decline in her mental and physical condition. She lives with her daughter Michele who is her primary caregiver and reports the patient did have a recent hospitalization because of aspiration pneumonia. Since then, the patient has been more short of breath at last week. She has lost body mass and weight about 5.5 pounds during the hospitalization. She is much more agitated since she left the hospital, requires lorazepam around the clock. She is on pureed diet and only eats about 10% to 20% of her food. She still has issues with chronic aspiration given her advanced dementia. She has decreased appetite due to weight loss. She is cachectic as I mentioned, total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. She is definitely bedbound. She is very high risk of developing bed sores even though she has none at this time. She is sleeping about 20 hours a day and bowel and bladder incontinent as I said has a KPS score of 40% and is no longer able to stand up because she is at high risk of fall precaution and for that reason, the physicians have advised against getting out of bed and the patient requires around the clock medication for confusion for agitation and for pain. The patient’s overall prognosis is great, remains hospice appropriate especially with history of chronic aspiration and recent hospitalization. Most likely has less than six months to live.
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
