The patient with onset of fever, headache, slight congestion with lethargy and myalgia today, brought to the emergency room because of temperature at home.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has bowel resection as an infant because of reported ischemic bowel disease, nick.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient has mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles are intact. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: 1+ supra-abdominal tenderness without guarding, rebound or rigidity. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep and flu tests performed which were both normal.
IMPRESSION: Probable parainfluenza, non-type A/B flu.

PLAN: Given prescription for Zofran with mother advised to give NSAIDs and Tylenol as needed for temperature and discomfort, to observe for worsening of symptoms. Follow up as needed.
