Mr. Callahan is a 49-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2016. He also has a history of severe neuropathy and he uses a walker. The patient also had a stroke and also has hypertension and hyperlipidemia. The patient uses a cane as well for his neuropathy. For his diabetes, he is on Basaglar 11 units twice a day and metformin extended release 500 mg twice daily. His latest hemoglobin A1c was done couple of years ago. The patient states that his diet is variable. He checks his blood sugar three times per day. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. He reports blurry vision and again severe neuropathy.

Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, at this point, my recommendation is to change him to Basaglar 22 units once daily and increase his metformin extended release 500 mg two tablets twice daily and recheck a hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to his return in four to six weeks.

2. I will also check a C-peptide level in order to assess for his endogenous insulin production.

3. For his diabetic peripheral neuropathy, I have ordered a nerve conduction study. The patient is currently in the middle of applying for disability for this. The patient uses a walker and is unable to work and the patient also uses a cane for mobility.

4. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For his hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel.
