CC: 60-day note.
HPI: An 87-year-old observed walking independently to room from lunch. She was cooperative and sat with me so that I can visit with her. The patient is independent in 6/6 ADLs, is able to voice her needs, is pleasant and cooperative. When asked if there was anything that she had any concerns about or needed to have addressed, she denied and stated that she sleeps good, her appetite is good and she has no untreated pain.

DIAGNOSES: MCI stable, HTN, HLD, depression, insomnia and left eye visual loss.
MEDICATIONS: Coreg 25 mg a.m. and 5 p.m., Zetia 10 mg q.d., losartan 100 mg h.s., Zoloft 50 mg q.a.m., trazodone 50 mg h.s. and D3 1000 IU q.d.

ALLERGIES: PCN.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and well groomed, cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/66, pulse 70, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and weight 142 pounds.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently, is steady and upright, goes from sit to stand and vice versa without assist and no LEE.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear. She thinks before she responds to questions, orientation is x2-3, she has to reference for date and time.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 60-day note. The patient had no falls or acute medical events in this time period, is current on annual labs which have been previously reviewed with her and will continue with care as is, no new orders.
