CC: UA followup.
HPI: An 83-year-old seen in room lying in bed as per usual in her nightclothes. UA was obtained on 01/04/2023 and returns positive for E. coli UTI. This is her second UTI in about eight weeks. The patient has limited continence of bowel and urinary incontinence. Asked the frequency with which she showers and today being Wednesday she told me that she showered sometime last week. I talked to her about the frequency of her UTIs and that it is now starting to become resistant to some basic antibiotic. She has not been on prophylactic therapy, but it may be the next course of action.
DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia with staging and word apraxia, O2 dependent CHF, HTN, depression and recurrent UTIs.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

MEDICATIONS: Bethanechol 25 mg q.d., Zyrtec 10 mg MWF, FeSO4, QAC, latanoprost OU h.s., melatonin 10 mg h.s., Toprol 50 mg q.d., Protonix 40 mg q.d., PreserVision two caps b.i.d., Zoloft 25 mg q.d., Flomax q.d., tizanidine 2 mg at 1 p.m., trazodone 50 mg h.s., and Trelegy Ellipta q.d.
ALLERGIES: PCN.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient in her nightgown appearing unkempt lying in bed throughout the day.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/80, pulse 89, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, and weight 141.2 pounds.
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NEURO: She makes eye contact. She is interactive. She will occasionally get a few fluid words that are in context, but word finding and sentence formation problematic for her. It appears she understands what I am saying regarding hygiene as it relates to UTIs.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates in her room with her walker and without it. Has lo LEE, repositions herself in bed.

RESPIRATORY: She has a normal effort and rate. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds prolonged expiratory phase with a few scattered wheezes. No cough and did not have O2 in place and no evidence of conversational SOB.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Klebsiella pneumoniae UTI. Bactrim DS one q.12h.×5 days and order written the patient is to shower x2 weekly at least for a period of time.
