Sleeping okay and minimal pain related to her for the left foot where she has a hammertoe and will cause skin ulceration at the top of her toe. She also has away of both knees.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease with progression, BPSD in the form of care resistance and can be manipulative with others, HTN, OA of knees, osteoporosis and limited weightbearing status.

MEDICATIONS: Just p.r.n that she is able to ask for. She had requested routine meds be discontinued.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and attentive but quiet.
