CC: Boundaries issue.

HPI: An 85-year-old with advanced Alzheimer’s disease is in a room that he shares with another resident and has been found increasingly going into the other residents either room going through his things and taking his snacks. Family has walked into the room and found patient sitting in his roommates recliner and eating his food. He will promptly get up and return to his side indicating he knows he should not be doing what he has. The patient was seen standing in the middle of the room so unclear that he had been coming from the other side or going to the other side. Speaking to him he is clearly confused but does not appear ill or uncomfortable. He sleeps through the night and feeds himself. He is compliant with medications.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease with progression noted, gait instability has a walker, which he was not using today, MDD, HTN, GERD RLS and history prostate CA.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/28/22 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

HOSPICE: Tender Care hospice.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Thin elderly male seen in room.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/77, pulse 66, temperature 98.0, respirations 20, and weight 98.1 pounds.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation to self in Oklahoma. He makes eye contact. He just states a few words that were random and responded yes when I asked him if he understood what I was stating.
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MUSCUSKELETAL: Thin and frail appearance was ambulating independently in room and has a walker that he is encouraged to use. No LEE.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Alzheimer’s disease clear progression noted more apparent confusion, less speech, and does not appear able to make needs known.

2. BPSD. Staff will provide snacks for patient in his room that will be in his eyesight and see if he will take those verses his roommates. I am adding Depakote 125 mg q.a.m and we will see how he does with if he is redirectable. Monitor for changing cognition or drowsiness.
