CC: Several issues.
HPI: An 84-year-old female with a history of anxiety and has been on oxazepam b.i.d. routine and this is the medication she has been taking long-term prior to admission to AL. The patient had an appointment today for an EEG and I was contacted by the DON as family requested Ativan as the patient was having seizure-like activity. There is no history of reported seizure activity previously. Family said that it is responsive to Ativan and this is something that has happened in the past. It has not happened as far as staff and myself know while she has been in, in AL. It is reported that the seizure-like activity lasts 12-24 minutes, but there was no specific description of what it looked like. As to the scheduled EEG that the patient was to have at 10 o’clock this morning, I related that the family needed to tell the nurse at the EEG lab what has been going on with the patient and that they will most likely discontinue the procedure given the high risk of aspiration with seizure-like activity and sedation. Son/POA Danny Gremillion wanted me to prescribe Ativan and was insistent on that and Ativan 0.5 mg tablet one p.o. q.6h. p.r.n. and I will follow up with facility tomorrow as to whether the patient proceeded with her EEG and whether the Ativan was obtained and has she taken it and with what outcomes.
