CC: This is family discussion.
I spoke with family regarding hospice. Explained the benefits to her and the criteria that make her qualify for hospice. The daughter present tells me that their family had started talking about it a day and a half ago, but did not know how to go about it. They have watched the work of Valir Hospice in-house and would like to have them follow their mother. I explained that they provide DME as needed and I would recommend hospital bed in that she will just randomly try to get out of it and start wandering and the rails that are allowed on in facility hospital beds help to defer that, but most likely she needs a different wheelchair and that would also be provided and then covering any medications that are part of her admitting diagnoses. So they are all in agreement starting with the POA and agree with Valir Hospice. I have spoken with Valir Hospice nurse who is in facility and they will see her either tonight or tomorrow to get her on board with hospice care.
As I also spoke with the POA about this, this was another phone call and the family member present and they each reiterate that they have discussed hospice and are glad that it is brought up and that she will be evaluated by them.
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
