HPI: A 71-year-old female with a history of chronic pain secondary to RLS, lumbar stenosis, vertebral compression fractures chronic, and bilateral peripheral neuropathy of lower extremities. The patient takes hydrocodone 10 mg q.4h. routine and has done so prior to admission to The Harrison. She does not appear to have any significant change in her baseline cognition, alertness level, or overall functionality. The patient gets around in a manual wheelchair that she is able to propel; sometimes friends will transport her for distance. 
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Chronic pain. Refill of oxycodone 10 mg one tablet p.o. q.4h. routine #180 tablets are dispensed and we will continue to monitor for change in cognition, instability of movement, etc.
