CC: Personal hygiene and medication which has been allowed to run out.

HPI: An 86-year-old female with incontinence of both bladder and to a lesser extent bowel has resistance to taking showers and will have incontinence in the recliner that she is in when she is not outside of a room. The patient apparently had not been showering in some time. She was scheduled to be showered three times weekly and to help make it a bit more comfortable with hopefully less resistance. Ativan 0.5 mg was given as a premed 15 minutes prior to shower which is on Tuesday, Thursday and Saturday evenings. The Ativan had been allowed to run out for almost two months. It is unclear which med aide had dropped the ball initially, but there had been other med aides that reviewed the card and knew that a medication that was to be given routinely was not available. So, over the weekend, the nurse on shift who noted that the Ativan was out and had been for some time, then sent an order to my office and I contacted the on-call administration staff who put the medication request into my laptop and I signed for it. She now has the Ativan available and it has been used and staff report that it appears to relax her and she is less resistant, so we will continue. Staff is reminded of the need to request medications that are near running out.
