HPI: A 71-year-old who had UA done on 01/16/25 at the request of her family, specifically her daughter/POA on Darcy Hulsey. I had spoken with Darcy last week and she stated she believes that there was something being missed; that she believes her mother has UTI that we were not treating and that was the cause of her agitation and behavioral issues. I told her that she arrived here with behavioral issues which include exit-seeking and that her move from AL to Memory Care was based on having eloped from the front of the lobby. So, a UA was done and returns on 01/18/25, negative for UTI. No pathogens were identified. Daughter was told this and she still states that there is something that we are missing and not treating. She is informed to move their mother to Memory Care. Staff told me that the daughter said since none of you know what you are doing, we are were moving her to another place. This family has been in denial from the time of admit, but she was admitted here because behaviorally she was no longer able to be trusted living by herself and there were clear behavioral issues which were not manageable. There is also the __________ paperwork which I have addressed and signed off on and they will pick it up I guess when they are ready to take her which I am not sure what day that will be.
