CC: Behavioral issues.

HPI: The patient is followed by Legacy Hospice. I was contacted by them earlier this week about behavioral issues. The patient is incontinent and will not urinate into a hat placed on the toilet so to see whether the behavioral issues were the result of a UTI. I prescribed nitrofurantoin 100 mg b.i.d. x7 days. It has started and patient was seen in the kitchen area she was sitting in her wheelchair napping. She did awaken and that is when I talked with her. Staff report that she does have periods of aggression both she is verbal and that she will reveal herself out to people to try to kick them or will ram other people with her wheelchair that does not happen as much as it used to but she still will do and daily they have to watch for her behavior. She is already on Depakote at 250 mg q.a.m. and when I added a p.m. dose previously I really just put her to sleep so I am going to try hydroxyzine 25 mg b.i.d. and if that is in excess I will discontinue the morning dose.
