RHODES, BARBARA
This is a 70-year-old woman with history of uterine cancer with recurrent high-grade metastatic endometrial carcinoma with some rhabdoid features FIGO stage IVB with peritoneal carcinomatosis and malignant ascites. The patient has lost weight, has developed because of decreased appetite, and also developed allergy to her chemotherapy/Taxol and Abraxane. The patient has had progressive disease since 05/18/2022 to the point that she is no longer interested in chemo or radiation therapy. CT of the chest showed bilateral pleural effusion. CT of the abdomen showed high-grade carcinoma with carcinomatosis features and ascites. The patient with decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition, chronic anemia, low protein, low albumin, now in severe pain requiring pain medications around the clock. Furthermore bedbound ADL dependent and no longer interested in chemo or radiation therapy.

Given her aggressive cancer and current findings, she is an excellent candidate for hospice. Hospice will her transition to afterlife and help her in the process at home. The patient’s albumin is 2.8. She has a caretaker at home that is going to stay with. Overall, prognosis is poor and expected to live less than six months.
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
