HUNTER, SONJA
This is an 87-year-old lady with history of chronic kidney disease. She also suffers from hypertension and weakness. The patient was able to use a walker, but now pretty much the chair bound, requires ADL with help, increased confusion, decreased memory loss, increased hallucination most likely related to increased BUN and creatinine. She is sleeping majority of the day. She will be itching profusely if it was not for the medications she is receiving at this time. She is eating very little because of nausea and vomiting. She has lost 7.5 pounds since last visit. She has now become pretty much bedbound living to get her out of bed. She has a KPS score of 40% although she lives in an assisted living and Mary her daughter-in-law is very much involved in her care. The patient requires turning every two hours to reduce pressure sores on her bony areas. Her decreased appetite had led to weight loss that was mentioned above, requires medication for itching, for anxiety, for nausea and vomiting on regular basis and weight loss is unavoidable.

The patient is no longer able to get up and remains hospice appropriate, expected to die within six months.
