This is an 80-year-old gentleman who just turns 80 years old with history of senile dementia. The patient was found in bed with significant weight loss in a fetal position. The only way the patient eats is if his wife puts the Ensure in a baby bottle and puts it in his mouth and he naturally sucks on the bottle. He is no longer oriented to person, place or time. He is contracted as I stated. He has diabetes. His wife takes beautiful care of him. His blood sugar was 119 today. He is eating very little, only drinking Ensure from a baby bottle. He is very confused last night; he had bouts of yelling and screaming and his wife was quite disturbed about that, of course. He is not eating. He is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. He had three children from before, one passed away. They have been married 20 years. He was a salesman and never heavy smoker or drinker. The patient’s Alzheimer's dementia has definitely worsened to the point because of reasons mentioned above he has a KPS score of 40%. Also, other comorbidities include hyperlipidemia which he is taking Lipitor for which he is going to stop, hypertension on Coreg 25 mg and seizure disorder and tremors on primidone with Zoloft 100 mg. His blood pressure is controlled with Procardia 90 mg XL and lorazepam for anxiety. It is difficult for them to give some of his medication because it has to be crushed and put in a bottle and sometimes he does not take it. His blood pressure today was 190/80. Pulse 65. Respirations 18. O2 sat 98%. The patient’s wife is not interested in any PEG tube placement. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. KPS score is 40%. Significant muscle wasting in the upper and lower extremities noted. Total ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent as I mentioned earlier.
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
