CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with right knee pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that right knee pain started few days ago and the pain level is 4 or 5 and it is worse upon exertion and it is relieved after resting. The patient did not fell down.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.
Right knee examination reveals minimal tenderness of the knee joint especially the medial compartment and weightbearing is more painful. There is no joint effusion; however, gait is steady and there is no neurological deficit.
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
