RIVERA, GREGORIO
This is a 91-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with history of Parkinson’s disease. His comorbidities include dementia, anxiety severe, hallucination, pressure ulcers, history of falls, difficulty with ambulation, hypertension, and urinary incontinence. This 91-year-old gentleman lives with his daughter Lucy who is the primary caregiver. He has continued to decline since last evaluation and subsequently remains hospice appropriate for forthcoming reasons. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. He is eating less than he was. He has lost about 5.5 pounds. He has protein-calorie malnutrition. He is now total ADL dependent, bladder and bowel incontinent, wears a diaper. His pressure ulcers progressing to stage II/III. He requires turning every two hours. He eats very little because every eating episode is accompanied by minutes of coughing and choking. This is all related to his worsening Parkinson’s, aspiration and most likely he will die because either of pneumonia or sepsis or not being able to manage his secretion. His pain is increased and requires morphine around the clock to control his pain. Very little appetite. Suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition, anemia, as well as severe muscle wasting, which makes the patient hospice appropriate and speaks to the decline he is experiencing on hospice.
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
