Mother states she could not get the XYZ Mouthwash because the pharmacies are out. She states the child has been taking the medication; however, unfortunately while she was giving the medication, it dropped and spilled. So, she is here to get replacement of this spilled medication.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 95% at room air.

Pulse 112.

Respirations 18.
Temperature 98.1.

HEENT: Normal. Throat: Mildly injected. There are still exudates present on bilateral tonsils. Uvula midline and mobile. Uvula is erythematous and edematous.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Pharyngitis (doing much better).

2. Acute bronchitis (doing better).

3. Acute rhinitis. Today, her nose is dry with no discharge. Mother was strongly encouraged to continue medication she is taking right now and advised to increase fluids. The patient was given a replaced prescription for Zithromax. Also, mother indicated that she has been having some discharge in her eyes and eyes are red. She will be given prescription of gentamicin ophthalmic 0.3% lotion, two drops three times daily for 10 days, 10 mL.

She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
