SUBJECTIVE: The patient is a 64-year-old white female who is being seen because she tested was positive for COVID-19 around two weeks ago and she is not doing any better. In fact, she started two weeks ago with body aches, cough, runny nose, headache, chest congestion, night sweats, fever, and chills. She went and saw her PCP after she tested positive and she was prescribed Paxlovid and azithromycin. However, she did not feel any better since then. She still feels cold. She has stuffy nose. She has rattling cough and congestion as well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Include positive for H. pylori treated and also polypectomy from colon by colonoscopy.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes septoplasty and neuroma removal from foot.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single and lives alone. No kids. She used to be a smoker and she quit smoking recently. She smokes occasionally. No alcohol use. No illicit drug use. She works as a healthcare provider at home.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father has history of coronary artery disease and CABG x3. Mother has systemic lupus, bone, breast, and liver cancer. She has a brother and sister that are reported to be healthy.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: As mentioned above.

IMMUNIZATION STATUS: The patient did not receive any COVID-19 vaccine.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As mentioned above.
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ASSESSMENT AND PLAN: Acute COVID-19/SARS CoV-2 infection treated initially with Paxlovid without any improvement. The patient will be treated with multidrug early treatment protocol. Currently would give her ivermectin along with vitamin D3, zinc, vitamin C, famotidine, a course of prednisone, nystatin, and Bromfed DM. The patient was advised that ivermectin is not FDA approved to treat COVID-19 and they are being used as off label. She is agreeable to proceed with treatment.

The patient is going to call me in 48-hours if she does not feel any better and I am going to check her again in a week.
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
