The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie was happy, pleasant and cooperative seen via Doxy and he is consented for the treatment. His wife was also there. Leslie described he is doing very well. He is happy, pleasant and cooperative getting along. His wife Christine did not make any complaint about it and described that there is a change in formation from Express Script to Optima that she has discussed with the staff in the Comprehensive Counseling. Leslie described that because of the weather he has been staying most of the time at home, but getting along with his children and also with his wife. He denies any hallucination. Denies any mood swing. Denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. He claimed medication has been helping and he wanted refill of the prescription. The patient was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There were no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. There are no symptoms of hallucination or delusion. The patient has no behavior problem. Has been compliance with the treatment and getting along well with everyone. I educated him about his ongoing problems and also the role of medication. He described the medication is doing very well and he has no involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder bipolar type, symptomatically stable. No suicidal thoughts or any symptoms of hallucination or paranoia.

PLAN: Continue on Seroquel 100 mg in the morning and 400 mg at bedtime and Depakote ER 500 mg at bedtime. A 90-day supply was ordered. Risk, benefit and side effect explained. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
