HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is known to have history of hypothyroidism and further has history of chronic low back pain, hypertension, and DJD. He had been at his baseline state of health until approximately October 2022 at which time he was diagnosed with hyperthyroidism. He had then been referred to endocrine for evaluation. He initially had been referred to Stanford, but apparently this has not been successful and in the interim he was seen by Dr. __________. The patient returned to the office following his December visit. Of note in December, he had reported lightheadedness. He was found to have low blood pressure. He further noted episode of near syncope. His medications were adjusted and he was started on amlodipine 5 mg p.o. daily and further given Myrbetriq 25 mg for urgency of urination. He returns to the office today where he has ongoing complaint of urgency of urination. He reports difficulty swallowing.

MEDICATIONS: Enteric coated aspirin 81 mg daily, iron sulfate 325 mg t.i.d., finasteride 5 mg one daily, hydrocortisone 2.5% cream b.i.d. p.r.n., isosorbide mononitrate 60 mg one daily, loratadine 10 mg daily, simvastatin 20 mg h.s., and amlodipine 5 mg daily. 
ALLERGIES: SULFA and BACTRIM.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died at age 81 of coronary artery disease and diabetes. A younger brother has cerebral palsy. His sister had cancer.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient previously was employed at the post office. He has history of marijuana use. He has not had alcohol in more then approximately 15 years. He has had no drug use since October 1998. The patient is noted to be somewhat upset today. He notes that they have lost their home which he lived in for 67 years. He stated that it was his grandmother’s house was lost after the family took out a loan. He further notes that his mother house is further at risk for being possessed as well. As such, he is somewhat depressed. 
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Unremarkable.
IMPRESSION:
1. Urgency of urination currently on Myrbetriq and near syncope secondary to hypotension, now resolved with changes in blood pressure medication.

2. Anemia, stable.
