CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right leg weakness, right knee pain, and followup for hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his daughter-in-law complaining of weakness in the right leg and he has noticed this for past month, but lately it is progressing more and once or twice the patient almost lost balance. Also, the patient stated that right knee has pain and he has arthritis in the right knee for several years. There was no joint effusion and walking does not aggravate the pain. Pain is only upon going up and down the stairs.
The patient came today as a followup for hypertension and his blood pressure reading lately has been high and the patient is advised on low-salt diet.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, weakness of the upper extremities, double vision, skin rashes, or loss of consciousness.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on enalapril 20 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of muscle spasm and he was on baclofen 10 mg twice a day as needed, but he has not started yet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife. He is retired but he does walk everyday and has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination reveals motor weakness of the right leg and gait is slow due to right leg weakness.
Musculoskeletal examination reveals no significant tenderness of the knee joint at this point there is no joint effusion and weightbearing is minimal painful.
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
