Hadi Rabbani was seen in the office for evaluation of possible glucose tolerance.

A number of questions in regards to sugar values and possibility of impaired fasting glucose.

He may have had issues with hypoglycemic reaction in the afternoon.

Past medical history is otherwise unremarkable.

Family history is negative for diabetes and positive for Parkinsonism.

Social History: He is retired engineer. Does not smoke and occasionally drinks alcohol.

General review is otherwise unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 122/70, weight 155 pounds, and BMI is 25. Pulse was 70 per minute. The thyroid gland was not enlarged and there were no abnormal lymph nodes or masses palpable in the neck. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact apart from decrease vibration sense up to the knees.

IMPRESSION: Possible peripheral neuropathy, rule out diabetes or impaired fasting glucose.

He was provided with a Libre continuos glucose monitor, and review of the sugars over period of at least a week shows normal fasting sugars less than 100 and no evidence of daytime hyperglycemia.

No definite evidence of impaired fasting glucose or impaired glucose tolerance based on normal sugar profile and hemoglobin A1c is 5.6
