HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 67-year-old gentleman from Houston. He used to work in furniture store till he was locked up for 25 years. He got out in 2019. He has a history of hypertension, hepatitis C, peripheral vascular disease, shortness of breath, COPD, and congestive heart failure. He has caretaker that he lives with on regular basis. He requires 24x7 care. He wears oxygen at 2 Liters. His O2 sat is 94%. He has bilateral amputation below the knee bilaterally secondary to PVD and his diabetes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Gunshot wound, bowel obstruction, amputation, cardiac stent x2, and hip surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Medications include Neurontin 300 mg t.i.d., Lasix 40 mg a day, losartan 25 mg a day, Brilinta 90 mg a day, Vicodin p.r.n., Plavix 75 mg. he takes both Brilinta and Plavix and Vicodin 10/3/25 mg as needed.
VACCINATIONS: Up-to-date.
FAMILY HISTORY: No much known about his family history.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a heavy smoker and heavy drinker in the past except to the time that he was incarcerate.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is awake. She is alert.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure today 122/89, pulse is 94, respiratory rate 18, and O2 sat 97%.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: Positive JVD.

LUNGS: Rhonchi and few rales.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremities above the knee amputation noted.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: This is a 67-year-old gentleman with history of CHF and O2 dependent. The patient belongs to American Heart Association Class III, peripheral vascular disease causing amputation of the lower extremity. He wears oxygen at all times. His KPS is at 40%. He requires help with all ADLs and wears a diaper. The patient is no longer on oral hyperglycemic with the history of weight loss. His blood sugars appear to be controlled. He requires help of his friend to survive. He is married, but he separated. He had one child who died some time ago. His cardiologist has instructed him to take both Brilinta and Plavix at this time.
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
