HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 2004, the patient was in Iraq during his first deployment to the Iraq.  It was in Iraq, the patient tells me that his armored vehicle was hit with an IED.  There was explosion and shockwaves.  The patient tells me that there is no physical injury to the head.  The patient feels dizziness and lightheadedness from the shockwave.  The patient tells me that he was wearing helmet at that time.  The patient did not lose consciousness.

Since the event, the patient has blurred vision.  The patient has migraine headaches 2 to 3 x a month.  The patient’s memory is poor.  The patient has got poor concentration and insomnia symptoms.  The patient also has difficulty to remember tasks.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate and focus.  The patient has tinnitus.  The patient has ear ringing symptoms.  The patient also diagnosed with depression and PTSD.  The patient tells me that he has been seeing doctor for that.
The patient is currently working in a casino as a card dealer.  The patient tells me that these symptoms are not affecting him to work as a card dealer.
The patient MoCA examination today is 26/30.  He missed 4 on the delay recall.

It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  The patient was in 2004 in Iraq.  There was an IED explosion near his light armored vehicle.  The patient tells me that he did not hit the head.  There is no loss of consciousness.  The patient was wearing helmet.  There is no physical injury to the head.  However, he tells me that the shockwave causing dizziness and lightheadedness.  It is my opinion that injury was not severe enough to result in traumatic brain injury.  The patient has PTSD and depression.  I believe that the PTSD and depression are the cause for his difficulty to concentrate, insomnia, memory loss and memory problems, and headaches.
