CHIEF COMPLAINT: Right flank pain.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 44-year-old whom I sent to the emergency room yesterday afternoon when she presented with right flank pain new, renal cyst and gallstones, which she has had before and my goal was to make sure she did not have any kidney stones and those nothing going on with her lungs since she has been coughing since November. 
She is a smoker and that was a big concern.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: GERD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy. No significant sinus surgery or ear surgery.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: No change.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She smokes. She does not drink on regular basis. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 144 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 97.8. Respirations 16. Pulse 96. Blood pressure 115/67.

NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
There is still right flank pain present. Exam has not changed any since yesterday.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right flank pain.

2. CT shows the stones that we knew about before.

3. No kidney stones.
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4. It shows the renal cyst that I saw yesterday on the ultrasound 3.8 cm. No significant but again, it is simple fluid density filled cyst. 
5. Because of her cough, I asked him to include the CT of the chest and in CT exam this shows a right middle lobe nodule.

6. Because she is a smoker, we are going to recheck that in three months.

7. Her white count was elevated at 11.8.

8. They gave her a prescription of Bactrim, but no injection which is very short sighted.

9. Rocephin 1 g now.

10. It has been almost 24 hours since she has been suffering with this and she did not get the antibiotic filled yesterday either.

11. Recheck white count later.

12. Chemistries are normal.

13. If she gets worse develops nausea, vomiting, or worsening symptoms, she will call me and we will evaluate for pyelonephritis.
14. She has been drinking and eating, but has not been feeling very well.
