HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 47-year-old male patient here needing refills of medication. He usually gets his Klonopin 0.25 mg refilled here he gets it twice a day. He is actually looking well to me today at times long ago possibly six or eight months ago maybe a year, he was very shaky. He is not presenting that way today. He tells me that his medications have been helping him quite a bit.

No other issues verbalized to me today. He also verbalizes that the anxiety that he experiences is much relieved with the Klonopin twice a day.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seizure disorder, insomnia, anxiety, depression, and schizophrenic disorder. 
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: All in the chart reviewed. He is on Klonopin 0.25 b.i.d., trazadone 50 mg, Zyprexa, and Trileptal. He is on these medications with good results. He has been seen by a psychiatrist for his condition.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs or alcohol. He does smoke one-half pack cigarettes on a daily basis.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 135/79. Pulse 100. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.4. Oxygenation 97% on room air. Current weight 236 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: He has +5 muscle strength in all extremities in full range of motion. There is no lower extremity edema around the ankles.

The patient is alert and he is oriented. He carries on a good conversation with me. He tells me he is feeling better. The patient denies any suicide ideation. The patient tells me that the medications once again seemed to help him quite a bit.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. Anxiety. Refilled the Klonopin 0.25 mg b.i.d. #60.
2. His other disorders schizophrenia and bipolar will be handled by his psychiatrist. I have answered all his questions today. The patient will return p.r.n.
