REASON FOR VISIT: The patient is a 6-year-old female accompanied by mother with complaints of sore throat, right ear pain and cough with some seasonal allergy symptoms. Denies any fever. No nausea or vomiting.

ALLERGIES: The patient has no known allergies.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
HEENT: ENT: The patient has complained of nasal discharge with right ear pain. No ear discharge. No loss of hearing. Complained of sore throat. Denies any painful swallowing. Eyes: The patient denies any blurred vision. No eye pain.

CARDIAC: The patient denies any chest pain or palpitations.

RESPIRATORY: The patient complained of cough, congestion without any shortness of breath.

GI: No reports of any abdominal pain. No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: No reports of any joint pain. No joint stiffness.

SKIN: No reports of any rash or abrasion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child appears well groomed, alert and oriented, with no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight is 54.6 pounds. O2 saturation is 97%. Blood pressure is 116/75. Pulse is 90. Respirations are 18. Temperature is 98.

HEENT: PERLA. EOMI. Tympanic membrane to the right erythematous and to the left pearly gray. Oral mucosa is pink and moist with the exception of slight pharyngeal erythema. No pustular lesions noted.

NECK: Supple. No stiffness and no adenopathy.

HEART: S1 and S2 audible with regular rate and rhythm. No murmur noted.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally. No wheezes, no crackles, no orthopnea.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds x4 active. No tenderness and no palpable masses.

EXTREMITIES: The patient moves all extremities voluntarily with no joint stiffness.

SKIN: Warm and dry. No lesions, no abrasion, no erythema.

NEUROLOGIC: The patient is alert and oriented x3. No deficit noted. Reflexes equal in all extremities. No deficit noted.
The patient tested positive for strep screen.

DIAGNOSES: Right acute otitis media, acute strep pharyngitis, cough and seasonal allergies.

PLAN: Prescription was given for Amoxil 400 mg/5 mL, 5 mL p.o. b.i.d. x10 days quantity sufficient, dextromethorphan syrup 5 mL p.o. b.i.d. p.r.n. quantity 6 ounces, Zyrtec 5 mg one p.o. q.d. quantity #30. Followup visit scheduled for one week or as needed.
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
