This is an appeal to have you reconsider your decision regarding declining Prolia for Carla Moore.

The patient has had osteoporosis for last several years. Her DEXA scan in 2020 showed significant abnormality with probability of major osteoporotic fracture of 15% and hip fracture of 4.3%. The patient has been on Prolia for last few years. She was tried earlier on Reclast but not with any good response but after starting Prolia she has improved significantly. Her last DEXA scan on January 31, 2005 did show improvement it did show osteopenia and hip fracture risk off 7%. Her T-score was 1.6 for left femur head and 1.80 for the femur neck left side, which suggests significant bone degradation and osteoporosis. She has shown improvement from previous Prolia but she continues to have significant osteopenia. She has been benefiting from this Prolia shots so I would request you to reconsider your decision. I am sending along with the previous DEXA scan and the current DEXA scan and hope that you will approve this medication as soon as possible.
