SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sheri is a 36-year-old single African American female who has been in treatment for schizoaffective disorder, posttraumatic stress disorder, and has been doing fairly well. Recently, she has undergone surgery for fibroid tumor. She is doing good. She described that she has been seeing her therapist and taking her medications. She denies any problems with the medication. She denies any depression, sadness, mood swings, or any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusions. She has been compliance with the medication. Denies any involuntary movement. She has been sleeping and eating good. Her mother who was sitting in the same area indicated that she is doing good. Today, I encouraged that she should involve in social and group activities to which she agreed and today she is going with her mother. The patient has been on several psychotropic medications and all the medications have been working and mother wants a refill of all the prescription. I educated about the medications prior to positive enforcement and help her to improve her self-esteem. She denies any nightmares or any fear of trauma that has occurred in young age. She is on trazodone 50 mg daily, Nicorette 4 mg gum tablet four times, Neurontin 200 mg b.i.d., lorazepam 0.5 mg 30 tablets on a p.r.n. basis, benztropine 0.5 mg b.i.d. 60 tablets, serotonin 50 mg one tablet daily, Haldol 10 mg b.i.d., and Depakote 250 mg twice a day, and Seroquel 100 mg daily. Risks, benefits, and side effects were explained and all these medications were given for 30 days. Risks, benefits, and side effects were explained and she was also encouraged that she should continue to see her therapist to which she has agreed. She claimed the therapist has been very helpful to her and she is doing well.
