




NEUROLOGY CONSULTATION

Dear Dr. Waldman:
I had the pleasure of seeing Patricia Guy today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in her care. As you know, she is an 81-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman who cannot motivate the legs to walk. She had fall last year. She does not have any numbness. She uses wheelchair for ambulation. Her memory is not good either.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Depression, repeated fall, hypertension, hypothyroidism, vitamin D deficiency, and cellulitis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Not known.
ALLERGIES: GABAPENTIN.
MEDICATIONS: Losartan, levothyroxine, metoprolol, sertraline, and polypropylene glycol.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke cigarette. Does not drink alcohol.
FAMILY HISTORY: Unable to obtain.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/80, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis and edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. Speech no aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. The patient is from the right side. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. No tremor. Motor system examination strength 5/5 except right lower extremity 4.5/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor.
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Sensory system examination revealed presence of pinprick and vibratory sensation in both hands and feet. She walked few steps with the help.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: An 81-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Gait ataxia.
2. Peripheral neuropathy.

3. Gait apraxia.
4. Multiple falls.
5. Depression.

6. Hearing loss on the right side.

Her fall can be due to peripheral neuropathy and sensory gait ataxia, but gait apraxia is also possibility. Please check the B12, folate, TSH if not before please try the physical therapy if not done before. Orthopedic consult is recommended to rule out the right hip problem. If problem will continue then she need EMG of the lower extremities.
Thank you again for asking me to see this patient. I would like to see her back in my office for as needed basis.
