PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Complete hysterectomy and appendectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Zofran and Protonix.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasional ETOH. No smoking. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Not related.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: The patient weighs 202 pounds. The patient’s weight has gone up because of bloating. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.0. Respirations 16. Pulse 78. Blood pressure 150/103. The patient appears to be in pain today because of extensive increased blood pressure. Blood pressure is normally much better controlled.
NECK: JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows trace edema. 
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abdominal pain.

2. HIDA scan ordered.

3. Nausea and vomiting controlled.

4. Right upper quadrant pain.

5. Dizziness.

6. Bloating.

7. Check blood work including amylase, lipase, CBC, CMP, and TSH.

8. Fill out insurance papers. The patient is still not able to go to work. 

9. Above discussed with the patient.

10. Come back to see if the HIDA scan is completed.
