CC: Lower extremity edema.
HPI: A 91-year-old female with unspecified dementia, gait instability – uses a rolling walker, macular degeneration, HTN, HLD, hypothyroid, atrial fibrillation – on anticoagulation, and kyphosis with frequent back pain.

ALLERGIES: LATEX.
MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 20 mg q.d., Aricept 5 mg q.d., and Eliquis 2.5 mg q.d.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was alert and pleasant.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 113/65, respirations 17, pulse 68, temperature 97.5, and weight 148.8 pounds.

NEUROLOGIC: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She can give information. She uses a rolling walker and has a history of falls. She also has +2 bilateral lower extremity edema.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Bilateral lower extremity edema. The patient just saw her nephrologist this afternoon, Dr. Toma and she has written different orders and so going forward the orders are Lasix 40 mg q.o.d. BP and standing weights initially requested at q.d. I had changed to q. week being realistic about what we can achieve and then I have written for mobile therapy to treat lymphedema to be started and the patient is in agreement with that. There has been a lot of conflict in orders coming from Dr. Toma and she is a bit agitated that I did not answer her phone call. I told the daughter I am rounding on 30 patients and I am not stopping to take phone calls.
