CC: The patient is moving.

HPI: An 87-year-old female who is seen today in room. Her daughter, husband, and then granddaughter, great-granddaughter, and all family friends were present. The patient will be along with her husband relocating to Texas and will be nearer to her daughter Teresa who is also her POA and other extended family. When I was with patient by herself, she stated that she is going to miss her grandsons who would remain behind, but she sees the benefit of the move. The patient also has received her wheelchair that we worked some time to get and she states that she really appreciates the gel cushion and she is able to propel it. She asked if she could have some of her medication to take with her and she knows that she will get teary and just wants to have something also to help her deal with anxiety while she is on the airplane because they are going to be flying from here to San Antonio. I told patient that she will have her anxiety medication and she can take it as her daughter allows her to.

DIAGNOSES: DM II, HTN, gait instability now in wheelchair that she can propel, aphasia/dysphagia post CVA, and chronic seasonal allergies.

MEDICATIONS: As per February MAR.

ALLERGIES: Multiple see chart.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: NCS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is resting comfortably in her bed. She is alert and engaging.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 135/72, pulse 72, respirations 14, and weight 137 pounds.
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CARDIAC: She has regular rhythm. No murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She required transfer assist and will be in her manual wheelchair that she can propel and I told her to try doing some practice. She has got two days before she gets to the airport and she has no lower extremity edema.

NEURO: Orientation x2. She has to reference for date and time. Her speech is clear. Her affect was congruent with what she was saying and just seems very engaging with everyone present.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Relocation going to San Antonio, Texas where her daughter/POA and grandchildren and great-grandchildren live. So, she and her husband will have more assistance.

2. Gait instability. She now has this new wheelchair. She knows how to use it and it will be actually driven by a family member to San Antonio as opposed to ship through the airline.

3. Anxiety. She does have Ativan for anxiety, which will be given. Her medications remaining to take. So, she can use them then.
