HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury.  In 1972, the patient was in Vietnam.  The patient was travelling in Vietnam on two and half ton truck to a fire base in the mountains near Da Nang.  The driver popped the clutch on a hill and truck bounced and he fell off the truck.  The patient fell to the ground and hit the left shoulder and head.  The patient immediately loss of consciousness and broke the collarbone on the left side as he fell.  The patient was unconscious for several minutes.  The patient was med-evac-ed to Da Nang Hospital for medical treatment.  The patient tells me that when he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient had severe head pain.
Since the event, the patient has lost use of the left arm.  The patient has been having a lot of dizziness and lightheadedness.  The patient also had pain in the left shoulder.  The patient also has tinnitus symptoms.  The patient is buzzing in the ears and hissing sound in the ear since.  The patient also has chronic headaches.  His memory is poor.
The patient is currently not working.  He is retired.  The MoCA examination score today is 26/30.  The patient missed 4 on delay recall.
