CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of sore throat, loose motions, cough, right shoulder pain, both knee pain, and accidental fall.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed sore throat along with mild cough for the past few days and he is not getting better with over-the-counter medications. The patient also noticed increased bowel movements and diarrhea stopped yesterday. The patient did not see any blood in the stools.
The patient had accidental fall and slipped on icy basement. He fell on the knees causing pain in both the knees and also hit his right shoulder. The patient did not pass out. He called his job, but he could not make it. The patient is able to ambulate.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied head injury, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or seizures.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married. He lives with his family. He works a full time job at airport. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals nasal congestion bilaterally without any tonsillar enlargement.

NECK: Supple without any bruits or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the right shoulder joint and there is minimal tenderness. Range of movement is slightly painful.

Both knee examination reveals mild tenderness of the patella bilaterally. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate.
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
