CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of high fasting blood glucose and both knee pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband stating that her fasting blood sugars have been high and doing exercise everyday. The patient stated that both knee pain for upon exertion and the pain level is 3 or 4 and sometimes it aches for hours and the patient is not doing any bike exercise due to knee pain.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she is on rosuvastatin 5 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of diabetes and she is on Januvia 50 mg one tablet twice a day along with low-carb diet.

ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with her husband and she has been doing exercise almost everyday and she never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use and the patient is very active.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, pedal edema, or tremors.

Knee examination reveals pain upon weightbearing and there is no significant deformity noted. Peripheral pulses are bilaterally equal.
Musculoskeletal examination is within normal limits. The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient and her husband and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
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
