PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: All reviewed in the chart.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented and well nourished. She is obese.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema is visualized. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. There is no detection of lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1. Positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Morbidly obese.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Anxiety. We will refill her clonazepam 1 mg to be taken at night before bedtime.

2. Hypertension controlled. Refilled atenolol 25 mg daily, 90-day supply.

3. Hyperlipidemia. Crestor 10 mg; we will refill this again.
4. We will obtain a new lab draw next office visit.

5. Plan of care reviewed with the patient.
